• There is a $20.00 entry fee that must be submitted with your entry form. Checks should be made out to

• The deadline for entry is Friday, July 3, 2009. ALL contestants MUST be preregistered. Late entries
cannot be accepted, and there will be NO registration on the day of the event.

• Contestants cannot be a current reigning pageant titleholder.

• Rehearsal will be held one week prior to the festival. Participation in the rehearsal is not required but is
strongly recommended. This is not a dress rehearsal.

• Contestants should appear on the day of the pageant in summer clothes (sundress, short set, sandals,
etc.) and keep the thoughts of ketchup, classic cars, summer fun, and the Catsup Bottle birthday party
in mind.

• Contestants are prohibited from wearing makeup, wigs, or any such enhancements. Appropriate attire
may be worn in the case of inclement weather.

• Contestants will need to be able to state their name, age, answer a simple question or two, and recite a
Catsup Bottle Fun Fact.

• Contestants will also be asked to perform some type of talent. Some examples include: a song, a dance,
a yo-yo demonstration, a magic trick, etc.

• Contestants will be interviewed and asked to perform on stage.
